The lighting designed by Light IQ in the kitchen 
above, features low voltage linear lighting which 
softly and stylishly lights the space above the 
cupboards and the front of the island unit. The 
hanging pendant lights add interest to the space 
and increase the general feeling of warmth. The 
Linear Xenlight used costs from £131.50 per 
metre.

The wall lights from CTO Lighting 
are called ‘Mylo’ and are a stylish 
alternative to traditional ceiling 
lighting or lamps.
